A Father’s Day Picnic will be held today at noon at the Picnic Grove.  The Picnic Grove committee will be 

serving grilled chicken.  Bring a covered dish and/or dessert to share.  A free-will offering will be appreciated. 

VBS 2021 starts next week!  NHELC’s family VBS, “God’s Good Creation”, with both online and in-person 

(outdoors) offerings is being held in collaboration with several other Lutheran churches.  For five Mondays, 

starting next week, June 21st, an online “Welcome Video” introducing the week’s theme will be posted on 

NHELC’s webpage.  Each Wednesday, for five weeks, beginning June 23rd, children and their parents, will 

meet outdoors at NHELC from 6:30 - 8 PM for a story time, yoga/mindfulness exercise, a mission-related 

project and snack.  Also, some of these components will be online and a Zoom time for the story and yoga time.  

Parents should bring lawn chairs and a blanket (possibly needed for yoga).  New this year:  an Adult VBS 

which will meet outdoors for the five Wednesdays (also starting next week, June 23rd) from 10 - 11:30 AM.  

Bring a comfortable lawn chair in which to relax!  Pre-registration for both children and adult learners is 

strongly encouraged to help with planning.  Registration forms for both children and adults are available 

online on the church’s website VBS page.  For adult Wednesday morning participants:  registration forms are 

also available in the wooden box outside of the Sunday School portico door or a phone message with contact 

information may be left on Deacon Carol’s office voicemail.  All outdoor gatherings will follow CDC 

recommendations. 

Online, streamed video of the 

children’s message and announcements will begin at 8:45 AM followed by the live worship service at 9:00.
